It is vitally 
important that, even with the constraints imposed by the Government to stem the spread of 
Covid-19, we unite in marking this historic occasion and in launching a new phase of ministry 
at a time when the good news of the Kingdom of God is so desperately needed across the 
world.  
There will be two services on 14 September: at 11.00 am, a formal service of Licensing by 
Bishop Alan and Induction by Archdeacon Guy; then at 7.30 pm, a Parish Welcome Service, a 
less formal occasion where we can get to know Edward and the family, pray for them and 
celebrate their arrival.

The Welcome Service will be conducted within the prevailing Covid-mitigation guidelines 
which include social-distancing, track and trace, hand sanitation, temperature checks, one-way 
system and compulsory wearing of face masks. These are all rather strange within a church 
environment, but necessary to protect us all. One significant step towards “normality” will be 
the inclusion of live music by our wonderful choir and musicians, complying with robust 
measures advised by the Royal School of Church Music.  
It is unlikely that places will be available to attend the Licensing and Induction Service at 
11.00 am as, for legal reasons, we will be restricted to 30 people. Most seats are reserved for 
friends from St Peter’s, Lincoln (Edward’s former parish), representatives from the seven 
district churches of our parish, official officers of the Diocese, our patron and other invited 
guests.
